Handsworth
Forum worked alongside Sheffield Futures and a group of young people
to apply to the Youth Opportunities Fund to transform the pavilion into a
multipurpose building for youth work and changing facilities.  We still
need to raise another £15,000 before work can start, but more
applications have been submitted, so watch this space!
